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Among other historical theses, [:::%::::::::]contends that, althouzh the majority
of the "Wielkorusy" (Great Russians) hate the Soviet regime, there is nc unitvy

in hatred smonyg the Russian netions. The Russian minorities hate the Bolsheviks

and would like to part from Russia, where Jolshevism was born. The "resl Hussian®
does not understand it; he considers that nll are equally responsible for the
present state of affairas, Bolshevism being the result of common mistakes. Although
the Bolshevik Party has absorbed all the revolutionsry snd bandit elements ({rom
different nationa of the USSR, the so-called “3reat Russians" formed the ideological
core of the party. Bolshevism had no difficulty entrenching itself in lioscow and
Leningrad, Centrel Russia had almost no civil war, while the distant minorities
on the outskirts of Russig opposed it violently. There must be something in the
historieal past of "Great Russia," which proves to be particularly susceptible to
Bolshevism, more so than the other parts of the Emplre, Iaybe the autocratic rezlme
wna the reason for it.

It is difficult to see what is hanpening benind the Iron Curtain of the votmlitarian
regime of lies. There are three fectors, however, which indicate the zrowth of
separatism in the USSR:

(8) According to Russian refugees, the majority of the prisoners in concentrastion
" camps are from mincrity groups, mostly sent there as spiles.

(b) After the conclusion of the world .ar II, the Soviet Governnent abolished
five republics for their alleged collaboration with the Germans. These
republics are not larpe, but very significant., The Germans had no time to
occupy the others. The Ukraine also deserved the ssme treatment, but it was
difficult to abolish the Ukraine, without much publicity and shame. It is
very well known that the Ukrainian militery organizations fought on the
German side, thet e new Ukrainian Orthodox Church was {ormed, and s naw
government of the Ukraine was in the making.

(¢) The new emigration of the disaffected is another proof of the separatistic
tendencies within the USSR. There are no Russian minorities among the
various emigre groups; they form their own orgenizations and do not cere
to maintain contact with the rest. No nstion hates the Soviets more than
the Ukreinisns, whom the Soviets still wrongly consider part of the USSR.
The era of the lnst emigration, when the political leaders of all bhe USSR
nations were commonly awaiting the sdvent of a revolutionsry fizhi for
"our and your freedom" has definitely passed away.

Prognosgtiontions ns to the Disintepration of the USSR,

It is not very difficult to foresee that in the event of a Soviet defeat the Soviet
regime will not only collapse, but the individual Soviet natioms will atert o
revolution agsinst Joscow. ELconomic and political reasons will then assunme
campletely new aspects. To be & part of the USSR will mean, in the event of a
Soviet defeat, a shaere in its responsibility and its tragic fate. On the other

hand the victors will be faced with the same problem, with which they were confronted

in Germany: how to puarantee s lasting peace and prevent another SBoviet agzrression.

Bolshevism will collapse, as did National Socialism, but who can say wast form

new Russian expansionism can essume. iven if the USSR had no separatistic
tendencies at the present time, they would be artificially created. The partition
of the USSR would have to be decided with the co-operation of the individual Soviet
nations, based on a democretic idea of justice. The victors will be faced with the
problem of how to establish order throughout the territories of esstern Turope.

The first steps will be made easier by military occupation.
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The possibility of war and of an oventual Soviet defeat will profoundly

shake every Russiwn who has not yet severed the last link with his couniry
and culture. Theoretleally there still 1a a chance that the war cen oo
avoided should the Bolmhevik regime suddenly collapse in the USSR, Bub

the chences are extremeiy small, and even this would not change the [sbe cf the
Soviet Empire, and would not stop the process of disintegretion. I ths
Bolshevik regime, which has oppregsced Rusaia for the last 30 years comes

to a sudden end, all the deeply exniosive revolutionery end separatistic
tendencies of the Russian nations will at once be let loose. A period of
chaos will begzin, during which the iussien nation will judge its oppressors
end try, a8 in 1917, to split away rrom the USSR. Constitutionally it is
entitled to separate existemnce. Probably a civil war between the two halves
of Russia will stert. If Great Russie (Central Russia) wins the battle,

its victory will be purely temporaiy. The structure of the presert world
does not allow emplres, such as ths former Austro-fungarian Bapire., If

the world is to be zeverned by one authority (such as tine future UK or Leasue
of Nations) = and this would bs it only chence of survival - there cuunot

be any nation strecnger than most .7 the others. The liquidation of the lest
("private”) Russisn Hmpire would ue a maiter to be decided upon by ths
International Court of Justice and internmational law. The existence of

such a Russism @apire would only 'mean that hopes for Russian indenendsnce are
dwindlings If terror prevails i1 one half of the HZmpire, the other half
cannot possibly be frse. At the %ime of itussian Tsars the autoeratic system
was the price paid for expansion; today Fsscism is the regime which can extend
the lifetime of the EZmpire of sl:vas, ‘
